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Tutorial # 5 – “How to create an Image from your QBoxHD”

Premise

This is a Backup package for the QBoxHD which allows the user to create a full image of the Filesystem and use it to restore into another receiver. The software in this package reads all the content of the USB drive where the filesystem for the QBoxHD resides and creates a backup image on an USB drive.  After executing this Backup procedure the USB drive will contain a new directory called "qboxhd_update" with the backup (like the official update) that will be ready for updating another QBoxHD.

As for an image recovery package, the USB drive must be formatted in FAT32 (vfat)

Scope

This Backup software will allow user to create his own image with skins, settings and so on and share it with other users.

What is needed

The Hardware needed to update your QBoxHD is the following:

1. PC with Windows OS. Windows XP and Windows Vista are supported (This is only needed for formatting the USB pendrive).

2. 1x USB Pendrive. FAT32 formatted with at least 256MB of free space (depending on how many files are installed in the QBoxHD filesystem.

Procedure

1. Download the qboxhd_backup_yymmdd.tbz backup utility file from www.qboxsvn.com

2. Format the USB Pen in FAT32 where you want the backup to be made (PEN1)

 Copy the compressed file qboxhd_backup_ddmmyy.tbz to a USB pendrive

Optional: If you want a faster update procedure, uncompress the file

 inside the USB flash drive. This will create a qboxhd_backup directory

Turn off the QBoxHD

Insert the USB flash drive that contains the backup file/directory

Turn on the QBoxHD

The backup procedure starts. The LCD will display the backup status.

When the backup procedure finishes, the QBoxHD will continue with

 the normal start-up

Remove the USB pendrive that will contain the just created backup.
